Pigeon Mountain Wildlife Management Area:

It's a
double -edged sword The Management area helps protect the run, but limits
access. The reward of timing access is well worth it.

Put -in:

It's either a half  -mile hike in, or with a 4x4 SOMETIMES you can drive it, but
the road can be slicker that owl snot.

Driving Directions To Put -in From | -75 in GA

From I-75 in the NW corner of Georgia, take exit 320 (La Fayette / Resaca) then proceed West on hwy
136 to La Fayette. Follow the signs to La Fayette (you will have to take a short jog South on 151, just
follow the signs). Once in La Fayette, turn left on South Main St, then right on W Main St (Hwy 193).
Follow Hwy 193 a couple of miles and turn left on Chamberlain Rd. Look for the Pigeon Mountain rec
area signs. After you pass Rocky Ln on the right, the LZ is the first LARGE field on the left about 1/4 to
1/2 mile down Chamberlain Rd. Drive past the hangliders jump off point and go to the creek.

From Jeff West:

I am happy to announce that paddlers are welcome to use the State Park access area at the takeout. This
area is gated and has been closed to us for several years. The new Park Manager is allowing us to park he
on a trial basis. This is how it will work:

The gate lock requires a four digit code and the code may be changed by the park staff on a daily basis. To
park in this area you must obtain the daily code from me. Relock the gate after entering. After you leave a
car at the takeout for shuttle stop by the Park Office and pay $5 per car left at the takeout. Please do not
use the self pay stations at the takeout or in the park. You must pay in the Office or at the Entry Booth. The
Office opens at 8:00 a.m. Please specify that you are paying for parking a car at the Bear Creek Takeout.

Please be very careful in regards to our new parking privileges. If you have any questions just give me a
call. Be sure to thank the Rangers for opening the parking area to us.

As a reminder, here are the rules:

The Bear access has been going really well. The Rangers have changed the access rules

a bit. The gate at the takeout is now on an electric timer. It automatically opens at 7:00

a.m. and closes at dark. We may park in the parking lot anytime during the day. The

Rangers are now checking the self pay slot at the takeout and have asked us to pay and
register our vehicles at the self pay spot. There is no need to go to the Park headquar-
ters anymore. Just pay the $5, register your car and have fun on the best creek around!
